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The Internet has evolved a lot since it began. It all started in December 1969, in
America. Back then the Internet had only four computers, three of which were in
California, in different university labs but connected. At that time, the Internet was
difficult to use. Only skilled engineers and scientists could use it. E-mail on the internet
began in 1971. A person sent a message from one machine to another beside it. For the
first time ever, the “@” sign was placed between the person’s name and the machine.
There were only a few people except for those who could use computers that knew this
event.

Online bulletin boards began in 1973 and became common from the late 1970s to
early 1990s. Many bulletin boards had games and chat rooms so people could talk to one
another in private. In 1979, for the first time, someone typed in :-) and :-( to tell someone
else that something was funny or sad. These small bulletin boards and other online
activities started the idea of a World Wide Web. In time this led to more modern bulletin
boards, blogs, and social-networking sites. In 2004, Facebook and Japan’s Mixi started
up. Two years after came Twitter.

In 1993, the Internet became very popular. In that year, Internet use had increased
by 300,000 percent. This was because of an Internet browser called Mosaic which was
made and given away. The World Wide Web now began. For the first time, information
as text and graphics could be linked quickly and easily online. Homepages became
common. A few years later, Mosaic ended. It had evolved into a browser called Netscape,
the most popular browser until the late 1990s. A few years later Netscape evolved into
Firefox. Today, Firefox and Edge are the most common browsers. As computers and the
Internet grew faster, it became possible to listen to audio. In 2004, came the first online
video. A year later YouTube started, which let people put their own videos online. Soon
we were able to watch television online as well.

In 1994 Web Crawler became the first modern way to search the Internet for
information. Google, which began in 1998, is now the most popular search engine.
Searching on it was useful, but ( & ). In 2001 Wikipedia began to offer accurate
information, and today is the largest encyclopedia and reference source on the Internet.
